· The parts of the Architecture and Standards Rule that apply to regional ITS architecture development, use and maintenance.

· The role of the ITS Champion, core stakeholders, and other regional stakeholders.

· Resources and information necessary for regional ITS architecture development.

· How the National ITS Architecture and Turbo Architecture software can support development of a regional ITS architecture.

· A general approach to developing inter-agency cooperation and agreements, which will be necessary for development and use of a regional ITS architecture, as well as implementing the projects contained in it.

· How to maintain the regional ITS architecture once it has been developed. 

Who Will Benefit from Attending the Seminar?

· Public sector professionals or “champions” responsible for leading the development of a regional ITS architecture in their areas.

· Private sector consultants under contract to the public sector for architecture development.
